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THE BY-LAWS OF THE

KAPPA SIGMA ALUMNI ASSOCIATION

OF CENTRAL FLORIDA

PREAMBLE

The Star and Crescent shall not be worn by every man, but only by him who is worthy to wear it.  He must be a gentleman… a man of honor and courage… a man of zeal, yet humble… an intelligent man… a man of truth… one who tempers action with wisdom and, above all else, one who walks in the light of God.

ARTICLE I

(Name)

The name of this organization shall be the KAPPA SIGMA ALUMNI ASSOCIATION OF CENTRAL FLORIDA.

ARTICLE II

(Purpose)

The purpose of this organization shall be:

(A) To promote brotherhood among the alumni of the KAPPA SIGMA FRATERNITY.

(B) To foster a better relationship with the undergraduate chapters of the KAPPA SIGMA FRATERNITY, especially the Lambda Epsilon Chapter located at the University of Central Florida.

(C) To provide the undergraduate brothers with moral and financial support.

(D) To support and defend the constitution of the KAPPA SIGMA FRATERNITY and to uphold the oath taken at our initiation.

ARTICLE III

(Membership)

(A) Membership is open to any Kappa Sigma alumni brother desiring to associate with the KAPPA SIGMA ALUMNI ASSOCIATION OF CENTRAL FLORIDA.

(B) Those Kappa Sigma alumni who have paid their current years dues shall be considered members in good standing and entitled to vote at alumni association meetings.

ARTICLE IV

(Officers/Alumni Executive Committee)

(A) The Officers/Alumni Executive Committee (AEC) of this association shall consist of the following positions:

(1) President (AGM) – Chief Executive Officer.  He shall be in charge of the affairs of the association.  He shall preside at all meetings of the association and Executive Committee during his term of office.  The President shall appoint all committees except the Executive Committee.  He shall counter sign all checks against the association.

(2) Vice President (AGP) – Second in command.  He shall fill in for the President if the President is unavailable or unable to complete his term of office.

(3) 2nd Vice President (AGMC) – Third in command.  Entry level position.

(4) Secretary (AGS) – He shall be responsible for the general record keeping of the alumni association to include maintenance of the membership rolls as well as correspondence, communications, newsletters, and minutes of meetings.

(5) Treasurer (AGT) – Responsible for the alumni associations accounting functions.  He shall be the sole custodian of the moneys of the association and of any funds collected by the association.  He shall collect all dues and assessments voted by the membership and shall dispose of all funds in accordance with the direction of the Executive Committee of membership.  He shall sign all checks on funds of the association and shall see to the counter-signature of the President.

(B) Such officers shall have been members in good standing for one year prior to nomination and must remain in good standing throughout their term.

(C) They shall either be nominated from the floor or by a Nominating Committee of three or more members in good standing, previously appointed by the President and shall be elected by a majority vote of the members in good standing at the annual Founders’ Day meeting.

(D) Officers, upon being elected, will take office on January 1st and shall serve one year.

(E) If, for any reason, the President (AGM) cannot fulfill his obligation, the office will be filled by the Vice-President (AGP).  Any other vacancy will be filled by a two-thirds vote of the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE V

(Committees)

In addition to the Executive Committee, the President (AGM), after being duly elected, shall appoint a Chairman to the following committees, subject to the approval of a majority of the Executive Committee:

(A) Housing Committee – This will be the advisory committee to the Board of Directors of the “Housing Corporation” for the purpose of maintaining a chapter house for the Lambda-Epsilon Chapter of Kappa Sigma.  This committee will consist of five voting members as follows:

(1) Committee chairman

(2) Vice President of the alumni association

(3) Lambda-Epsilon’s Alumnus Advisor

(4) The current President (GM) of the Lambda-Epsilon Chapter

(5) The Chairman of the Housing Corporation’s Fundraising Sub-committee.

(B) Membership Committee – This committee will be responsible for contacting and recruiting the membership and participation of Kappa Sigma alumni from Lambda-Epsilon, wherever they may be, and Kappa Sigma alumni with other chapter affiliations residing in the Greater Central Florida area.

(C) Social Committee – This committee will be responsible for the social events.

(D) Undergraduate Relations Committee – This committee is charged with the responsibility of maintaining open communications with the Lambda-Epsilon Chapter and of recommending undergraduate brothers for scholarships given by this association.

(E) Nominating Committee – This committee is charged with the responsibility of presenting a list of nominees as stated in Article IV (B).  At least three alumni brothers in good standing shall sit on this committee.

ARTICLE VI

(Meetings)

(A) An annual meeting will be held each year during Founders’ Day weekend.

(B) Additional meetings will be held throughout the year on an as needed basis and called by the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE VII

(Dues)

(A) Annual dues are set at thirty dollars ($30.00).

(B) Dues are based on an annual basis and run from January 1st through December 31st with no prorating.

(C) Ten percent (10%) of all annual dues collected in any calendar year will automatically be transferred into the account for the “Housing Corporation” formally known as the “Lambda Epsilon Charitable Fund, Inc.”

ARTICLE VIII

(Amendments)

These by-laws may be appealed or amended and new by-laws may be adopted by a majority vote of the Officers/Alumni Executive Committee (AEC) of this association.
