Housing Corp.

he Lambda Epsilon Charitable Fund is on strong financial ground. The housing corporation currently has $20000 in savings to cover emergency repairs and to provide a buffer should the chapter have financial problems. As the house ages the chance of the need for a major repair increases. The Board of Directors has set a goal of achieving and maintaining a balance of $30000 in the repair and maintenance fund. Last winter we spent $8000 to put new carpet in the house. This summer we are in the midst of three projects. First, all of the porches are being renovated to replace the wood fronts, the entire outside of the house is being painted and a large portion of the wood trim is being replaced at a cost of $13,000. The second project is to install a new fence for the backyard; we are putting up an industrial strength PVC fence that will have a gate for each wing of the house as well as a twelve-foot gate for access to the backyard at a cost of $8,000. The third project is the renovation of all of the rooms, as the rooms become vacant they are all being stripped down, cabinets and light fixtures replaced, and any holes in the wall patched and repaired at a cost of about $1,500 per room. We will be working our way through the house over the next year to touch-up all of the rooms. Currently the mortgage balance is at $410,000, that’s a huge improvement from the $750,000 deficit that we started with.  We are due to refinance in another 2 years.

The biggest news is the expansion of the Board of Directors to twelve members and the formation of the House Expansion committee. Brother Mark Ricci has joined the Board of Directors and is serving as chair of the House Expansion Committee. The current goal is to expand the house in 2010.

n a rainy and muggy afternoon, Brother Mark Lippman from the University of Miami (Epsilon-Beta) agreed to take time out of his busy schedule to reminisce about his college experience, post-collegiate affairs, and life in general.

Brother Lippman attended UM and pledged Kappa Sigma his freshman year of college in the Fall of 1990. Once initiated, he quickly became involved in the Chapter and further demonstrated his dedication to the Order by serving as Social Chair, Grand Treasurer, and Grand Procurator. Soon after, he graduated from the University of Miami in 1994 with a double major in Biology and Psychology. Brother Lippman’s interest in law led him to pursue the coveted Juris Doctorate at Nova Southeastern University’s Law School. With all of his obvious accomplishments, he admits that his greatest accomplishment since graduation was getting married to his girlfriend of five years.

Since October 2002, Brother Lippman has worked for the Florida State Attorney’s office. He began as a felony prosecutor and quickly rose through the ranks as a Felony DUI Specialist. As one of the largest fraternities in the country, Kappa Sigma’s are at every corner we turn. It is not surprising to learn that Brother Lippman has presided before the Honorable Brother Judge Alan Todd (Penn State – Alpha Delta), a County Judge in the Ninth Circuit Court of Florida. After only a short period of time he was promoted to the position of DUI & Domestics Violence Specialist. Just recently Brother Lippman has once again been promoted- this time as a Sex Crimes/Child Abuse Specialist.

He confesses that his ties to the Alumni Association are limited due to the time constraints of his profession and the Legal Studies classes he teaches to the Police Academy at Valencia Community College. Notwithstanding, Brother Lippman has made strong contributions as a member of the Housing Corp. of the Lambda Epsilon Chapter at the University of Central Florida.
Between a few laughs and some valuable pieces of advice, Brother Lippman took a moment to lend us some interesting anecdotes from his times at UM. In one story he remembered the travesties Hurricane Andrew left behind and how such a catastrophic event brought the Chapter closer together and joined in efforts to help the community recover. He recognizes the many lessons learned from the Order, especially those he learned as GT and GP and how they have shaped and influenced his everyday life. “Besides the obvious experiences with leadership, I’ve learned the capacity of understanding differences and learning how to negotiate them- something very important in my line of work.
