Here are the current objectives you helped establish for our Association along with updates on our progress and future plans and events.

Objective 1: Hold Alumni Events

1a Hold Quarterly  Happy Hour

1b Hold Annual Anniversary Celebrations – Plan on joining your brothers in celebrating the 39th anniversary of the chartering of the  Chapter of  at UCF on Saturday, April 17, 2010. The celebration will include our annual golf outing on Saturday morning followed that evening with a business casual dinner.  Our first annual golf outing was held in June at Eastwood Golf Club in Orlando. Not surprisingly, it was a 
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little   warm  and rather humid, so the annual KSAACF golf outing has been moved up to the spring to coincide with the  anniversary celebration.  Our expert event planner, Brother Scott Fagan, has again volunteered to plan the Anniversary dinner. Brothers Scott Hastings and Dave Wright will again be making the golfing arrangements. 


1.c Hold Annual Tailgates at the Chapter House – Come join us as we begin a new UCF football tradition, a Homecoming Tailgate at the Chapter House.  The active brothers have invited all  alumni to set up our tailgate tents on the front lawn of the house prior to the homecoming game. This year the Knights play Houston on Homecoming Saturday, November 14.  Tailgating will start at 8 am and continue up to the noon kickoff.  Not only will this enable larger numbers of s to tailgate together as a group at least once a year, but it also will provide an excellent opportunity for alumni brothers to get to know the active brothers better.  
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Speaking of gathering at the house prior to football games, a small group of alumni brothers have started another tradition, by meeting at the Chapter House a couple of hours before kickoff. The alumni brothers walk the halls of the chapter house for about an hour, visiting and getting to know the actives and their guests while enjoying a refreshment.  The

2.c Keep the KSAACF Web Site Current - Brother Richard Patch is not only an excellent Treasurer for your Association but he also is an accomplished webmaster. Richard is keeping your web site current by posting upcoming KSAACF events on our calendar, posting photos from past events, and providing timely announcements.

2.d Establish an Undergraduate Relations Coordinator - Kevan Stone is serving as KSAACF Undergraduate Relations Coordinator in addition to serving as Assistant Alumni Advisor and as a VP for your Association.

2.e Establish a Younger Brothers Relations Coordinator - The EC is recruiting a volunteer.


2.f  Establish a Chapter Historian - The EC is recruiting a volunteer.

Objective 3: Support Charitable Causes

3.a  Establish a "Brothers in Need Fund" - The KSAACF has established the “Brothers in Need Fund” to assist s in need of a helping hand. To date, over $1,800 has been donated to assist Charter Brother Richard “Jeff” Junkins, who suffered a stroke while living in Costa Rica in 2000.  Brother Junkins now relies on public assistance for his care at an extended care facility in Orlando. The money donated to the Fund on his behalf are being used to provide Brother Junkins with much needed dental care that would not be provided by the State. 

3.b Support Undergraduate Charitable Causes - The KSAACF is supporting charitable fund raising efforts by the actives on behalf of the Brian Dornbusch Memorial Scholarship Fund. They have raised over $3,000 to-date. As many of you know, Brother Dornbusch was only 33 when he passed away last year after developing a blood clot during cancer treatment. He was very involved with  and the Chapter. In memory of Brother Dornbusch, an endowed scholarship has been created through the UCF Foundation. Your Association was a Platinum $500 Sponsor for Brian Dornbusch Memorial 5k Run and Walk held by on September 26.

3.c Make it Easy to Make Donations to Charitable Causes Supported by the Association - Making a donation to the Brothers in Need Fund on behalf of a named brother or to the Brian Dornbusch Memorial Scholarship Fund just got easier!  You can a make donation on-line at any time using Paypal by going to http://www.ksaacf.org/dues.html. You also can set up a recurring payment of $5 or more per month via Paypal.  Part of your monthly payments each year will be cover your $35 annual Association dues with the remaining funds contributed to the Association charitable fund that you designate.


Objective 4. Increase membership 

Membership in our Association has varied in recent years as the graph on the next page illustrates.  Membership peaked after the re-structuring meeting in 2008. The Association needs your support in order to maintain active alumni chapter status with  and to achieve our Association’s objectives. Annual alumni dues are only $35. 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Other Noteworthy Happenings and Announcements:
